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The legislation permits the covered Secretaries to procure PPE from foreign sources that manufacture PPE using US 

components, but only “after maximizing to the extent feasible” domestic sources for the relevant items.  In such 

circumstances, the covered Secretary may “maximize[] sources for [PPE] that is assembled outside the United States 

containing only materials and components that are grown, reprocessed, reused, or produced in the United 

States[.]”  The bill requires the covered Secretary to certify every 120 days that procuring PPE from these alternative 

sources is necessary “to respond to the immediate needs of a public health emergency.”
