


Export of iron and steel and their products rose by 13.5% to US $



In terms of quantity, Japan imported 94.8 million kg of aluminium
during the first six months of 2011, compared to 58.81 million kg
during the same period in 2010. UAE was the 6th largest supplier of
aluminium to Japan during this period, with Australia topping the
list, followed by Russia, China, Brazil and New Zealand.

In addition to aluminium, Japanes imports from the UAE included
precious stones, such as diamonds, wastes and scraps of precious
metals etc. worth US $ 15.21 million, copper wastes and scraps
worth US $ 8.82 million, man-made filament fabrics worth US $ 2.1
million, electrical machinery such as unrecorded media materials,
tapes etc. worth US $ 1.3 million, perfumes and cosmetics worth US
$ 0.5 million, and ceramic products worth US $ 0.3 million.
